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Sun Protection Policy 






September 2020
At Buckden Pre School, we acknowledge the importance of sun protection and want staff and children to enjoy the sun safely. We will work with staff and parents to achieve this through: 

EDUCATION - 

- We talk to the children about the importance of sun protection.
PROTECTION 
Shade: 

- Buckden Pre-school has a covered play area, which will provide some shade.

- We also have a gazebo which will be used to provide extra shade if needed.

- When the sun is strong, we will encourage children to sit/play in the shade where it is available. 

Timetabling: 

- Children will spend more time playing outside before 11am and less time outside over lunch. 

Clothing: 

- Children are encouraged to wear hats at all times whilst outside that cover the ears, face and neck between 11am and 3pm. In the event that children are reluctant to wear a hat, we will limit their access to the sunniest areas of the balcony and check them regularly for any sunburn.
- Loose, comfortable clothing is recommended in hot weather but we know that children like to be able to move freely. We would prefer that children do not wear crocs, flip flops or other backless shoes as they can limit movement and can cause injury due to the lack of support they offer. 
-  We have some hats to lend to children who forget their own. 

Sunscreen: 

-We will send letters home asking for permission for staff to supervise/help children to apply Pre-Schools suncream on days when the sun is strong. 

· All parents/carers are required to apply sunscreen to their child before the start of their session. This includes morning and afternoon sessions. 
· Staff will apply sunscreen after lunch for those children who are attending Pre School all day to ensure children continue to be well protected.

· Parents need to provide the sunscreen in a named bottle.
· Parents/carers must sign a consent form in order for this to happen.  
· The parents/carers will be required to supply suncream in the case that a child has an allergy or skin related problem with the sunscreen.
· We encourage the children to drink extra fluids in the hot weather.

· We monitor the children regularly to avoid possible sunburn or sunstroke.
